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Festival Orgulje Heferer nacionalni je orguljaski festival na kojem mladi, ali i afirmirani hrvatski i inozemni
orguljast, uz svoje kolege vokalne i instrumentalne soliste, predstavljaqju orguljsku bastinu svoje domovine. Koncerti se
odrzavaju diljem Hrvatske u sakralnim objektima ¢ reprezentativnim prostorima koji posjeduyu orgulje koje je izradila,
restaurtrala i odrzava Unyetnicka radionica Heferer. OdrZavanje koncerta na obnovljenim, iznimno vrijednim,
povyesnim instrumentima doprinost njithovoy revitalizaciyi te time ¢ ocuvaryu kulturne bastine. Vazno je za naglasiti
kako je ulaz na koncerte slobodan, ¢ime se kulturni sadrzaj $to ga Festival promovira éini izravno dostupnim svim
zainteresiranim posjetiteljima. Takoder, mnoga nyesta u kojima se koncerti odrZavaju nemaju razvyen koncertni ¢
glazbeni Zivot, stoga su koncerti Festivala Heferer jedan od rietkih (ali vaznih!) doprinosa razvoju glazbene kulture
tith lokaliteta.

The Heferer Organ Festival is a national organ festival where young and renowned Croatian and
Joreign orgarusts, along with their fellow vocal and instrumental soloists, present the organ heritage
of their homeland. Concerts are held throughout Croatia in sacred buildings and representative
spaces that have an organ made, restored or maintained by the Heferer Art Manufacture. Organizing
and performing concerts on restored, extremely valuable, hustorical instruments contributes to their
revitalization and time and preservation of cultural heritage. It is important to emphasize that the
entrance to the concert is free, which makes the cultural content promoted by the Festival directly
available to all interested visitors. Also, many places where concerts are held do not have a developed
concert and musical life, so the concerts of the Heferer Festival are one of the few (but important!)
contributions to the development of musical culture of these localities.

Biblija poziva vjernike da u sluzbi BoZjoj i u liturgiji budu noseni rijeci-
ma psalmista: ,Kli¢i Bogu sva zemljo! Sluzite Bogu u veselju! Pred lice
mu dodite s radosnim klicanjem!” (Ps 100). KrS¢anski pristup BoZjem
Zrtveniku proZet je molitvom da svi djelatnici na podrucju crkvene
glazbe, ¢uvajudi ljubomorno crkvenu glazbenu bastinu, nastoje uvijek
novim glazbenim oblicima postizavati vrhunska glazbena rijec¢ima
cantantibus organis (uz pjesmu orgulja). Upravo zbog tog izraza i bez
obzira na problemati¢nost njezinih hagiografskih podataka, sv. Cecilija

Sv. Cecilija svjedoci o tome da su radost, smijeh, pjesma i glazba bitni
i sastavni dijelovi krs¢anstva. Kakva je vjera morala prozimati tu mla-
du djevojku, koja je u ¢asu svoje grozne smrti imala snage i hrabrosti
da smrti prkosi — pjesmom! Ta ¢injenica oslikava duhovno ozracje u
prvotnoj krs¢anskoj zajednici i svjedoci da radost i pjesma pripadaju
biti krscanskog djelovanja i Zivljenja.

Sin Hrvatskog Zagorja, svecenik i pjesnik iz Bednje, Izidor Poljak (1883.
- 1924) u svojoj pjesmi Pjesnik Gospodnji, zapisao je rijeci koje se
danas mogu tumaciti kao pjesma u liturgiji i kao liturgija u pjesmi:
,Pjevat ¢u Tebi, Boze moj! I molitve harfe moje, nek se uspinju k Tebi,
ko meki oblaci tamjanovi.” Ali, vratimo se orguljama, instrumentu
koji je dobio laskavi naziv ,kraljica svih instrumenata’! | ne samo to.
Orgulje ¢e od idealnog crkvenog liturgijskog instrumenta postati
najpozeljnije umjetnicko koncertno glazbalo svih vremenal

Krd¢anska Crkva je u prvim stolje¢ima svoga djelovanja izbjegavala
glazbene instrumente smatrajuci ih sredstvom poganske zabave. U
¢emu je bila poteskoca? Ranokrsc¢anska Crkva Zeljela je sacuvati ,Cistom”
BoZju rije¢ i BoZju poruku, pri ¢emu su glazbeni instrumenti poganske
provenijencije mogli zasjeniti jasnocu BoZje rijeci. Zbog toga se rano
krs¢anska Crkva odlucila za tzv. koralno pjevanje koje obuhvaca sve
inacice jednoglasnog zbornog pjevanja u zapadnoj Crkvi ili tzv. grego-
rijansko ili ambrozijansko pjevanje bez pratnje glazbenih instrumenata.

Orgulje su dijete Mediterana, ¢iji se izum pripisuje mehanicaru Ktesi-
biju (oko 246. godine prije Krista), koji je djelovao u egipatskoj Alek-
sandriji. Rodene na uscu rijeke Nila, orgulje su stigle u zapadni svijet, u
carski Rim, gdje su se udomacile kao jedno od mnogobrojnih dobara
isto¢ne kulture. Nakon propasti Zapadnog Rimskog Carstva (476.) i u
tijeku barbarskih napada na Rim, orgulje su ponovno nasle svoje uto-
Ciste na Istoku, da bi se jo$ jednom vratile na Zapad kao dar bizant-
skog cara Konstantina V. (757,) frana¢kom vladaru Pipinu Malome, gdje
su nastavile svoju bogatu povijest, modeliraju¢i se prema osobinama
pojedinih europskih naroda, sve do nasih dana.

Veli¢ina, monumentalnost i zvukovna prodornost orgulja tako je fasci-
nirala krs¢anske suvremenike da su orgulje postale glazbalo za koje su
krs¢ani smatrali da ujedinjuju sva glazbala kojima se slavi, hvali i ¢asti
Krist Gospodin. Tako je nastalo razdoblje ,procvata orgulja na Zapadu”
Od XIlI. stolje¢a nadalje, orgulje postaju neizostavnim i sastavnim di-
jelom liturgije i bogosluZja, a u XVIII. st. poprimaju i svoju prepoznat-
ljivu likovnu dimenziju kao protutezu oltaru te tako postaju znacajan
element ljepote uredenog crkvenog prostara sa svojim umjetnicki
obradenim kucistima. U XV. stolje¢u pojavljuju se male prijenosne or-
gulje ili portativi, kao i veci pozitivi namijenjeni ku¢nom muziciranju.
U katolickoj liturgiji orgulje od tada prate pjevanje puka, zbora i solista,
a posebno su prikladne za koncerte duhovne i crkvene glazbe.

U hrvatskoj orguljskoj bastini, orgulje se ne udaljuju od suvremenih uzo-
raka na Zapadu te posjeduju svoja likovna obiljeZja. Buducida sujugi sje-
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ver Hrvatske bila dva podru¢ja pod razlicitim
politickim, drustvenim, socijalnim, crkvenim
i politickim utjecajem, orgulje i orguljarstvo
se je kao kulturno dobro i razli¢ito razvijalo.
Orgulje na podrucju sjeverne Hrvatske razvi-
jale su se pod utjecajem kulturnih sredista
Austrije, Njemacke, Slovenije, Ceske i Madarske,
dok je u juznoj Hrvatskoj bio presudni utjecaj
Venecije i drugih gradova.

Umjetnicka radionica Heferer pokrenula je
1994. godine, u suradnji s Koncertnom direk-
cijom Zagreb, ciklus koncerata na orguljama
diljem Hrvatske, pod nazivom ,Orgulje Heferer”
i to na orguljama koje je Radionica Heferer ob-
novila. Tako radionica Heferer, kao ,dinastija
plemenitog orguljskog zvuka’, krajem svakog
prolje¢a ozivljava bogatu hrvatsku orguljar-
sku bastinu, a glazbenoj javnosti, domacoj i
svjetskoj, omogucuje neponovljiv dozivljaj
velicanstvenih i raskosnih zvukova kraljice
instrumenata”.

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“Heferer's Art Manufacture (formerly known as The First Croatian
Builders of Organs, Harmoniums and Pianos) mirrors the rich history of
a family, what is very rare nowadays in Europe. For nearly two centuries,
their cultural philosophy has been based on the fundamental harmony
between the hands of the builder and the hands of the performer. The
Jamily who are the builders of the musical instruments, restorers and
conservators. Hundreds of musical instruments — protected as cultural
wealth as well as the museum specimens of high aesthetic and artistic
value whose historical and social context is extremely important for
Croatian culture have passed through their Art Manufacture.”

Sacred music is an expression of Christian
joy, and the sound of organ lifts up man’s
heart to God and to higher things

Sacrosanctum Concilium, the Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy of
the Second Vatican Council (1963) encourages the faithful to sing
and states that “The treasure of sacred music is to be preserved and
fostered with great care. Choirs must be diligently promoted, especially
in cathedral churches.” (no. 114) The Council also emphasized the
importance of the pipe organ: “In the Latin Church the pipe organ is to
be held in high esteem, for it is the traditional musical instrument which
adds a wonderful splendor to the Church's ceremonies and powerfully
liftts up man’s mind to God and to higher things.” (no. 120)

The Holy Bible calls on the faithful to follow the words of psalmists
during service and liturgy: “Shout for joy to the Lord, all the earth!
Worship the Lord with gladness! Come before him with joyful songs!”
(Psalm 100) The approach of Christians to the Altar is filled with prayers
that all those working in church music, who jealously preserve sacred
musical heritage, would always strive for excellent musical achievements
in new forms and boldly search for new possibilities of expression in
sacral music.

The Catholic Church holds sacred music in such high regard that it
even appointed a “patron” to it — St. Cecilia. St. Cecilia was a martyr
who lived in the first half of the 3™ century (around 230 AD), and her
Feast is on November 22. On that day, the Church celebrates the joy of
singing. Through St. Cecilia, the Church offers the faithful a role model
in the form of a frail young girl who bravely and consistently confessed
her belief in Christ until her death as a martyr, and who died with
joy and song on her lips, according to Passio, the description of her
martyrdom, pronouncing words cantantibus organis (with the song of
the pipe organ). Because of that phrase and regardless of the issues in
her hagiography, by the end of the Middle Ages St. Cecilia has become
the patron saint of church music and its finest attribute — the pipe organ.

St. Cecilia stands witness to the fact that joy, laughter, song, and
music are important and integral parts of Christianity. What faith it
must had been that filled the young girl who had the strength and
the courage at the time of her horrific death to defy it with a song!
The fact paints a picture of the atmosphere that prevailed in the initial
Christian community and shows us that joy and song belong to the
essence of Christian activities and life. St. Cecilia, the patron saint of
church music and the pipe organ, encourages us to embrace song,
laughter and joy as ultimate Christian virtues. Joy is the gift of Christ's
resurrection. When composer Joseph Haydn (1732 — 1809) was once
asked why his melodies sounded so cheerful and joyful, he answered:
“Because whenever | think of God, | always feel so indescribably happy!”
Izidor Poljak (1883 — 1924), priest and poet from Bednja in Hrvatsko
Zagorje, wrote in his poem Pjesnik Gospodnji words that can now be
interpreted as a song in liturgy and liturgy in song: “I will sing to you,
my God! May the prayers of my harp, too, ascend to you like soft clouds
of incense.”

But let us go back to the pipe organ, the instrument with the flattering
nickname “The Queen of Instruments”l And not only that. The pipe
organ has come a long way from being a liturgy instrument to
becoming the most sought for concert instrument of all times!

During its first centuries, the Christian church avoided musical
instruments and considered them to be the means of pagan
amusement. What was the problem? The early Christian church
wanted to preserve the “purity” of God's word and God's message
and feared that music instruments of pagan provenance could blur
their clarity. The early Christian church therefore opted for choral
chanting, which encompasses all versions of unison choral singing in
the Western Church, or the Gregorian or Ambrosian chanting without
instrumental accompaniment.
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The pipe organ originated in the Mediterranean. The invention is
credited to a mechanic called Ctesibius (cca. 246 BC), who worked out
of Alexandria, Egypt. The instrument first saw the light of day in the
Nile delta and made its way to the west and the Roman Empire, where
it settled in as one of the many goods brought in from the east. After
the fall of the Western Roman Empire in 476 and during Barbarian
invasions on Rome, the pipe organ once again found refuge in the East,
only to return to the West as a gift of Byzantine emperor Constantine
V (757 AD) to Pepin the Short, the King of Franks. In his court, the
instrument continued its rich history and has been adapting to the
characteristics of individual European nations to this day.

Its size, grandeur and sonority fascinated the Christians of the time
to such extent that they believed it to encompass all the instruments
that celebrate, praise, and honor Christ our Lord. This was the golden
age of pipe organ in the West. From the 13 century onward the
organ has become an unavoidable part of liturgy and in the 18 century
took on its recognizable visual character as a counter balance to the
altar, thus becoming an important element of church decoration with
its artistically decorated case. In the 15" century, a small, portable
organ or portative appeared, as well as larger positive organs intended
for home music playing. In Catholic liturgy, the organ has ever since
been accompanied by songs of the parishioners, choirs and soloists,
and has frequently been used for sacral and church music concerts.

The organ in Croatian organ building heritage is not far removed
from modern samples in the West and have their own visual
characteristics. Bearing in mind that the south and north of Croatia
were two areas under different political, social and cultural influence,
the organ and organlike cultural heritage also developed differently.
The organs in northern Croatia have been developed under the
influence of cultural trends from Austria, Germany, Slovenia, the
Czech Republic and Hungary, while in southern Croatia crucial
influences came from Venice and other ltalian cities.

In 1994, the Heferer Art Manufacture, in collaboration with Zagreb
Concert Management, launched a series of organ music concerts
titled “Heferer Organ” throughout Croatia played on organs that the
Heferer Workshop has renewed. With that, the Heferer Art Manufacture,
as a "dynasty of noble organ sound’, revives the rich Croatian organ
building heritage at the end of each spring, presenting to the musical
public, both domestic and international, an unforgettable experience
of the magnificent and gorgeous sounds of the “queen of instruments"”.

Mihael Heferer

Ferdinand Heferer
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UMJETNICKA RADIONICA HEFERER

Utemeljena je godine 1849. u Grazu (Austrijsko Carstvo). Od 1868. tvrtka
djeluje u Hrvatskoj — prvo u Karlovcu, a od 1870. do danas u Zagrebu.

Radionica Heferer, kroz 5 narastaja, sagradila je 265 orgulja diljem cijele
Hrvatske te u Bosni i Hercegovini, Sloveniji, Vojvodini, Madarskoj i Austriji.
Samo u zagrebackim crkvama sagradila je 18 orgulja, a u okolici Zagreba
jo$ 29 orgulja.

Kroz dugo razdoblje od 172 godina djelovanja radionica Heferer pratila
je i primjenjivala sve umjetnicke i graditeljske tekovine koje su povijest i
razvoj europskog orguljarstva sobom nosili — od sustava s mehani¢kom
svirnom trakturom, tonskim ili registarskim kancelama do pneumatskog
i elektri¢nog sustava, od pozitiva do koncertnih orgulja.

Mihael Heferer (1825. - 1887.) izucio je orguljarstvo kod J. Krainza
u Grazu, a usavrsavao se kod J. Lojga u Becu, Justa u Linzu i L. Moo-
sera u Salzburgu. M. Heferer izradio je 60-tak orgulja za crkve u Grazy,
Stajerskoj, Madarskoj i u Sloveniji. Svoje prve orgulje u Hrvatskoj iz-
gradio je 1867. godine u Recici kraj Karlovca. U to vrijeme niti jedan
graditelj orgulja na hrvatskom etni¢ckom prostoru nije razvio neku
vecu djelatnost. Mihael je gradio orgulje s mehanickim sustavom. Za
njegova zivota tvrtka je izgradila 122 orgulje, a najznacajnije su: Crkva
sv. Marije u Zagrebu, (1880.), u Donjoj Stubici (1882.), Zupna crkva
u Mostaru (1881.), kapela Bogoslovnog sjemenista u Zagrebu te u sve-
tistu Majke BoZje Bistricke (1882.).

Ferdo Heferer (1853. - 1928.) znatno je unaprijedio orguljarstvo u
Hrvatskoj, a zapoceo je i s izradom glasovira i pijanina. Za vrijeme nje-
govog djelovanja pokusale su neke ¢eske tvornice orgulja konkurirati
Hefereru u Hrvatskoj. On je nakon toga suzbio njihov pokusaj tako sto
je razgranao svoju djelatnost u Sloveniji i Bosni i Hercegovini, a Zagreb
je ucinio uglednom sredisnjicom svoga orguljarstva. Obdaren inven-
tivnoscu Ferdo je u svoje orgulje ugradio nekoliko novih registara, a
orgulje je gradio kombiniranom mehani¢kopneumatskom tehnikom.
Za njegova zivota tvornica orgulja proizvela je 240 orgulja, a medu
njima se posebno isti¢u: katedralne orgulje u Sarajevu (1889.), cije je
kuciste izradeno po nacrtima J. Vancasa, orgulje Zupne crkve sv. BlaZa
u Zagrebu (1911.), crkve sv. Katarine u Zagrebu (1895.), Zupne crkve
sv. Lovre u Pozegi s kucistem po nacrtima H. Bolléa, orgulje zupne crkve
sv. lvana u Zagrebu (1901.), zupne crkve u Pakracu (1903.) i Zupne crkve
u Krapini (1903.).

August Faullend Heferer (1881. - 1944.) presao je na gradnju or-
gulja s elektri¢nim trakturom, a najznacajnija su mu djela: orgulje u
Djecackom sjemenistu u Zagrebu (1931, orgulje u Legradu (1931)),
obnova i povecanje orgulja u Zupnoj crkvi sv. Marka u Zagrebu
(1935.). A. F. Heferer je otvorio u Zagrebu i salon glasovira najglasovi-
tijih svjetskih glasovirskih kuca: Steinway & Sons, Grrotrian-Steinweg,
L. Boesendorfer, C. Bechstein.

Ivan Faullend Heferer (1927. - 2019.) stru¢no se usavrsavao u
Austriji i Njemackoj kod znamenitih predstavnika kako orguljarske, tako
i glasovirske struke. Primjenjujuci najsuvremenije metode u orguljarstvu
on je od 1958. godine do danas izradio 14 orgulja, ¢ime se produkcija
radionice Heferer popela do impozantne brojke od 265 orgulja. Najzna-
¢ajnija ostvarenja |. F. Heferera su: orgulje franjevacke crkve u Mostaru
(1961), orgulje Zupne crkve sv. Petra u Zagrebu i orgulje crkve sv. Franje
u Sibeniku (1969.), koje ujedno predstavljaju njegovo najvece djelo.

August (1951.) i Tomislav Faullend Heferer (1969.) nastavljaju obi-
teljsku graditeljsku tradiciju klavira i orgulja. Nakon znanja stecenih u
vlastitoj radionici, usavrsavanja nastavljaju u inozemstvu (Njemacka,
Austrija, Norveska, ltalija). Do danas, obnovljeno je preko 100 instru-
menta, medu kojima su najstariji orguljski pozitiv u Crkvi sv. Florijana
u Varazdinu sagraden prije 1644., kao i najstarije sacuvane orgulje u
Hrvatskoj, u pavlinskoj crkvi u Lepoglavi iz 1649. Radionica Heferer
kao ,Prva hrvatska gradiona orgulja harmonija i glasovira” odlucila
je upravo te orgulje predstaviti domacoj i svjetskoj javnosti tako $to
je prigodom drzavnic¢kog i pastoralnog pohoda pape Benedikta XVI.
Hrvatskoj, 4. lipnja 2011. godine, gosp. Ivan Faullend-Heferer, papi
predao kopiju najvece svirale (C) lepoglavskih orgulja u znak zahvalnosti
za sve ono $to papa ¢ini za Hrvatsku te kao dokaz dugogodisnje tradi-
cije orguljarstva u Hrvatskoj.

Znacajna ostvarenja

The Heferer Art

Manufacture

The Heferer Art Manufacture was established
in 1849 in Graz (Austrian Empire). Since 1868
the firm has been working in Croatia — first in
Karlovac and since 1870 in Zagreb.

The Heferers have built 265 organs in Croatia,
Bosnia and Herzegovina, Slovenia, Vojvodina,
Hungary and Austria. In the churches of
Zagreb alone there are as many as 18 organs
made by the Heferers, and 29 more in the
surroundings of Zagreb.

In the 172 years of existence, the Heferers have
built various types of organs dictated by the
times and new advances in the technology
- from tracker action instruments, tonal or
register grooves, to pneumatic and electric
action systems, from positive organs to concert
organs.

Mihael Heferer (1825 - 1887) studied
organ building at J. Krainz in Graz and
perfected his knowledge with J. Lojg in
Vienna, Just in Linz and L. Mooser in Salzburg.
M. Heferer built some 60 organs for churches
in Graz, Styria, Hungary and Slovenia. His first
organ in Croatia was built in 1867 in Recica
near Karlovac. At that time there did not exist
a single organ builder in the region of Croatia
that had any notable activity. Michael built
the organ with a mechanical system. During
his lifetime the company built 122 organs,
and the most important are: the church of
St. Mary in Zagreb (1880), in Donja Stubica
(1882), the parish church in Mostar (1881),
the chapel of the Theological Seminary in
Zagreb and at the shrine of Mary in Bistrica
(1882.).

Ferdo Heferer (1853 - 1928) significantly
advanced organ building Croatia, launching
also the production of pianos and pianinos.
During his tenure some of the Czech organ
building factories tried to compete with
Heferer in Croatia. He thwarted their attempt
by branching out the company’s activity in
Slovenia and Bosnia and Herzegovina, and
made Zagreb the esteemed headquarters
of his organ-building firm. Endowed with
inventiveness Ferdo built several new registers
for his organs, and they were built with
combined mechanical-pneumatic technology.
In his lifetime the organ factory produced
240 organs, among them the most important
are: the cathedral organ in Sarajevo (1889)
with the case of the organ made according to
designs by J. Vancas, the organ of the parish
church of St. Blaise in Zagreb (1911), the Church
of St. Catherine in Zagreb (1895), the parish
church of St. Lawrence in Pozega with the
case made according to designs by H. Bollé,
the organ of the parish church of St. John in
Zagreb (1901), the parish church in Pakrac
(1903) and the parish church in Krapina (1903).

August Faullend Heferer (1881 - 1944)
crossed over to building the organ with an
electric tracker, his most prominent work
being: the organ at the Boys Seminary in
Zagreb (1931), the organ in Legrad (1931),
and the rehabilitation and enhancement of
the organ in the parish Church of St. Mark in
Zagreb (1935). A. F. Heferer opened a piano
showroom in Zagreb, presenting the most
famous international piano houses: Steinway
& Sons, Grotrian-Steinweg, L. Boesendorfer,
and C. Bechstein.

Ivan Faullend Heferer (1927 - 2019) mas-
tered his studies in Austria and Germany with
some of the most prominent organ experts
and representatives of the piano profession.
By applying the most modern methods in
organ building, from 1958 to date, he built

14 organs, and thus increased the entire or-
gan production of Heferer’s workshop to an
impressive 265 opuses. LF. Heferer's most
significant achievements are: the organ of the
Franciscan church in Mostar (1961), the organ
of the parish church of St. Peter in Zagreb,
and the organ of the church of St. Francis in
Sibenik (1969) which also represents his great-
est work.

August (1951) and Tomislav Faullend

Heferer (1969) have continued the
family  tradition. After the knowledge
acquired in their own workshop, they

continue their training abroad (Germany,
Austria, Norway, Italy). So far, over the 100
instruments have been restored, including
the oldest positive organ in the Church of
St. Florian in Varazdin, built before 1644, as
well as the oldest preserved pipe organ in
Croatia, the 1649 instrument in the Pauline
church in Lepoglava. The Heferer Art
Manufacture as the “first Croatian builders of
Organs, Harmoniums and Pianos” decided
to present this very organ to the domestic
and world cultural public on the occasion
of the diplomatic and pastoral visit of Pope
Benedict XVI to Croatia 4 June 2011, when
the head of the art workshop Heferer, Ivan
Faulend Heferer, gave a copy of the largest
pipe (C) of the Lepoglava organ to the Pope
as a sign of gratitude for all that the Pope
has done for Croatia and as a proof of a
longstanding tradition of organ building in
Croatia.

The significant accomplishments

Instruments built by the Heferer Art Manu-
facture are found in many places, including:

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Zupna crkva Presvetoga Trojstva spominje se U popisu Zupa zagre-
backe biskupije iz 1334. godine i to u kalnickom arhidakonatu, dok se
pretpostavlja da je postojala ve¢ 1111. godine. U tlocrtu je crkva jed-
nobrodna gradevina s poligonalnim svetistem. Kasniji barok znac¢ajno
je izmijenio unutrasnjost crkve tako da se jedva opaZaju gotska rebra
(lomljeni su stupidi iz kojih se viju rebra, lada je svodena baroknim
svodom, sve je prekriveno stukom i gipsom, gotski prozori su zazida-
ni). Najljepsi i najinteresantniji dio crkve je ¢vrst toranj fortifikacijskog
karaktera — gotski zvonik na tri kata s kamenom osmerostranom pi-
ramidom kao pokrovom, $to je u ovim krajevima velika rijetkost. Na
tornju se nalazi vise nejednakih otvora (puskarnica) i prozora, a na dru-
gom katu se izvana nalaze Cetiri grba, ali nije poznato kome pripadaju.
Crkva je pregradena 1704. godine.

The Parish Church of the Holy Trinity is mentioned in the list of paris-
hes of the Diocese of Zagreb from 1334 in the Archdiocese of Kalnik,
assuming that it existed as early as 1111.In plan, the church is a single-
nave building with a polygonal chancel. The late Baroque significantly
changed the interior of the church, so that the Gothic ribs are barely
visible (the columns from which the ribs are turned are broken, the
nave is vaulted with a Baroque vault, everything is covered with stucco
and plaster, the Gothic windows are bricked up). The most beauti-
ful and interesting part of the church is a massive fortified tower - a
Gothic bell tower on three floors with a stone octagonal pyramid as
a cover, which is very rare in this area. There are several unequal ope-
nings (loopholes) and windows on the tower, and on the second floor
there are four coats of arms on the outside, for which it is not known to
whom they belong. The church was rebuilt in 1704.

Sastoje
se od 10 vokalnih registara rasporedenih na manualu i pedalu.
Mehani¢kog su sustava sa zra¢nicama na cunjice i registarskim
kancelama. Temeljitu restauraciju izvrsila je radionica Heferer 2015.
Orgulje u Crkvi sv. Antuna Padovanskog u Fuzinama jedine su temeljito
cjelovite obnovljenje orgulje od petoro sac¢uvanih orgulja karlovackog
graditelja D. Salata. Preostali opusi nalaze se u crkvama u Barilovickom
Leskovcu, Vrhovcu, Brod Moravicama te Divjakama.

The organ was built around 1900 by Dragutin Salat from Karlovac. It has
mechanical action with the cone-valve chests and consist of 10 stops
on a manual and a pedal. The restoration was carried out by the Heferer
workshop in 2015. The organ in the church of St. Anthony of Padua
in Fuzine are the only thoroughly and completely restored of the five
preserved organs of this builder. His remaining works are in the churches
in Barilovicki Leskovac, Vrhovec, Brod Moravice and Divjake.

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Zupa Fuzine ustanovljena je 1725. god, a njezin zastitnik je sv. Antun
Padovanski, ujedno i titular Zupne crkve. Sama crkva gradena je od 1808.
do 1833, na mjestu nekadasnje kapelice s prvim mjesnim grobljem.
Monumentalna je jednobrodna gradevina te predstavlja najvedi
sakralni objekt u Gorskom kotaru. Od originalnih djela u crkvi je
"Posljednja vecera” iznad oltara, Krizni put te freske koje je naslikao
poznati hrvatski slikar Antonini poetkom 20. stoljeca. Glavni neobarokni
oltar rad je susackog klesara Matkovi¢a (1913. god.), dok su pokrajnji
oltari s kipovima Srca Marijina i Srca Isusova rad tirolskog majstora
Runggaldiera (1930. god.).

The parish of Fuzine was founded in 1725, and its patron is St
Anthony of Padua, also the titular of the parish church. The church
itself was built from 1808 to 1833, on the site of a former chapel with
the first local cemetery. It is a monumental single-nave building and
represents the largest sacred building in Gorski kotar. Among the
original works in the church is the “Last Supper” above the altar, the
Way of the Cross and the frescoes painted by the famous Croatian
painter Antonini in the early 20t century. The main neobaroque altar
is the work of the stonemason from Susak, Matkovi¢ (1913), while
the side altars with statues of the Heart of Mary and the Heart of
Jesus are the work of the Tyrolean master Runggaldier (1930).

Orgulje Zupne crkve sv. Marije Velike u Cresu sagradio je 1829. godine
Antonio Callido iz Venecije. Godine 1903. pregradio ih je venecijanski
orguljar Pietro Bazzani. Mehani¢kog sustava sa zra¢nicama na kliznice
i tonskim kancelama. Radionica Heferer temeljito ih je obnovila 2018.
godine.

The organ from 1829 was built by Antonio Callido of Venice and rebu-
ilt in 1903 also by a famous Venetian organ builder Pietro Bazzani. The
organ has a mechanical action with a slider chest and consists of 26
stops on manual and pedal.

Zupna crkva sv. Marije Velike (Gospe Snjezne) u Cresu, trobrodna je
bazilika s apsidom i dvije bo¢ne kapele. Sagradena je na temeljima
starije crkve iz XV. st a posvecena 1554. god. Odvojeni zvonik sagraden
u XVIIIl. st. Krajem 1826. god. crkva je teSko stradala u poZaru, no
ubrzo je temeljito obnovljena. Od sacuvanih umjetnina posebno se
istice Marijino Navjestenje i reljef Bogorodice u luneti portala te slika
Gospe (XIX. st.) na glavnome oltaru.

The Parish Church of St Mary the Great (Our Lady of the Snows) in
Cres a three-nave church from the 151 century with both Gothic and
Romanesque elements. It was built on the foundations of the older
church from the XV. st, and dedicated 1554. Attached bell tower was
built in the XVIII. At the end of 1826, the church was severely damaged
in a fire, but it was soon thoroughly restored. The church holds a
collection of old masters, the most valuable of which is the St. Sebastian
polyptych with saints from the 15% century by Alvise Vivarini.

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Kanonik Ivan Arhidakon Gori¢ki u popisu
Zupa iz 1334. po prvi put spominje i Zupnu
crkvu u Svetom Krizu Zacretje. Datum njene
izgradnje i posvete nije poznat, no vjerojatno
je podignuta krajem 12. stolje¢a. Buduci da se
nalazila na imanju krapinskih posjednika, oni
su zasigurno bili njeni kolatori tj. skrbnici. Od

The first mention of the parish church of the
Holy Cross in Sveti Kriz Zalretje was made
by dean Ivan the archdeacon of Gorica in
his list of parishes in 1334. The date of its
construction and consecration is unknown,
but it was supposedly erected at the end
of the 12 century. As it was located on the
estate of the landowners of Krapina, they
were undoubtedly its providers. From the
161 century till the mid-18™ century that
function was performed by the counts
Keglevi¢. By the end of 1749 both the estate
and the providers'right were transferred to the
Sermage family, and in the 19t century the
estate was sold to baron Janko Vranyczany by
countess Henrieta Sermage-Schlippenbach.
In the course of centuries the church changed
its appearance, and the only traces of the

ancient gothic construction are the stones
in the walls of a section of the church nave.
The oldest part of the church is below the
present choir. In 1708 a chapel of St Joseph
was added at the northern side, and in 1729
a chapel of St Mary at the southern side that
was subsequently consecrated to St Francis
Xavier, and eventually to the Sacred Heart of
Jesus. The church went through the greatest
changes at the end of the 18™ century
when the choir with a small organ and
the main altar were built, and the facade
was decorated in “the Italian manner”. The
church tower was rather damaged in the
earthquake of 1880 and was later repaired
according to the instructions of Hermann
Bollé.

Orgulje utemeljitelja dalmatinsko-mletacke orguljarske 3Skole don
Petra Naki¢a sagradene su oko 1750. za splitsku katedralu sv. Dujma.
Samostan sv. Klare otkupio ih 30. travnja 1901. za tadasnjih 600 kruna.
Orgulje su mehani¢kog sustava sa zra¢nicama na kliznice. Posjeduju
17 vokalnih registara rasporedenih na manualu i pedalu. Temeljitu i
cjelovitu restauraciju izvrsila je Umjetnicka radionica Heferer 2011.

The organ built by Don Petar Naki¢, founder of the Dalmatian
Venetian organ building school, was constructed around 1750 for the
Split Cathedral of St. Domnius. The Convent of St. Clare bought it on
April 30, 1901 for 600 crowns. This is a mechanical action instrument
with a slider chest. It has 17 stops on manual and pedal. The instru-
ment was thoroughly restored by the Heferer workshop in 2011.

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U hrvatskim krajevima su se polovicom 13. stolje¢a poceli graditi
samostani u kojima je cvao duh svete Klare i svetog Franje. Medu
najstarije samostane klarisa ubraja se i splitski, utemeljen 1307.
Samostan se uspio odrzati kroz burna stolje¢a povijesti i trajno se
obnavlja prilivom novih zvanja. Nakon 5to je podignut, pored njega
je sagradena crkva koju je poc¢etkom 1311. posvetio nadbiskup Petar
IX. te je uz nazo¢nost cijelog Kaptola i splitskih gradana samostanu
podijelio mnoge povlastice. Prva samostanska zgrada bila je sagradena
blizu gradskih vrata na obali. Za vrijeme venecijanske uprave samostan
je premjesten u jugoistoc¢ni dio Dioklecijanove palace. Novi sadasnji
samostan, koji je tada bio izvan gradskih zidina, danas se nalazi u
sredistu grada.

Convents and monasteries built in the first half of the 13t century
were often dedicated to St. Clare and St. Francis. The convent in Split,
established in 1307, is one of the oldest convents of the Poor Clares. It
has survived turbulent centuries of history and has continuously been
renewed through an influx of new callings. After the convent, a church
was built beside it. In 1311 it was dedicated by the Archbishop Peter
IX. The ceremony was attended by the entire Chapter and the citizens
of Split, at which time the Archbishop bestowed numerous benefits.
The first building of the convent complex was erected near the city
gates on the coast. During Venetian rule, the convent was moved to
the southeast part of Diocletian’s palace, while the present convent
complex, which was then outside the city walls, is now located in the
very heart of the city.

Prema podacima pronadenim u unutradnjosti instrumenta, saznajemo
da je pozitiv sagraden 1832. godine, a njegov graditelj je Ignatz Petter.
Mehanickog je sustava sa zra¢nicama na kliznice. Znacajnije intervencije
na ustroju instrumenta vréene su 1919. te 1935. godine kada ih je
popravljao V. Erhati¢.

According to the data found inside the instrument, we learn that the
positive was built in 1832, and its builder was Ignatz Petter. It has a
mechanical action with a slider chest. Significant interventions in the
structure of the instrument were carried out in 1919 and 1935, when
it was repaired by V. Erhati¢. It is assumed that during one of these
repairs, the positive was rebuilt; the keyboard was replaced and the
compass in the Great Octav extended with notes C#, D#, F#, G#. After
the restauration carried out at the Heferer workshop and after the
devastating earthquakes that hit northwestern Croatia in 2020, the
positive was not returned to the nearby chapel of St. Antony of Padua
in Guscerovac, but placed on the choir of the Miholec parish church in
2021. This positive is the smallest and first known instrument built by |.
Petter and his only preserved one.

The Church of St. Michael the Archangel is first
mentioned in the 13t century in the writings
of King Bela IV.

The bell tower dates from the first half of the
16t century. The main baroque altar depicts
St. Michael accompanied by Archangels
Raphael and Uriel, and on each side are
statues of Sts. Peter and Paul. The side altars
are dedicated to the Blessed Virgin Mary, St.

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Dolaskom franjevaca iz franjevacke provincije “Bosne Croatie” na
Svete Gorice (kasnije Marija Gorica) crkva u Mariji Gorici zajedno
sa samostanom gradena je 1517. -1527. Bila je posvecena Sv. Petru
Apostolu. Poc¢etkom sedamnaestog stoljeca franjevci su nastojali
crkvu u Sv. Gorici uciniti prostenjarskom jer se u njoj Stovala BlaZzena
Djevica Marija od Pohodenja, zbog ¢udotvornog kipa Gospe koji je
samostanskoj crkvi darovao biskup prebjeg iz Bosne. Franjevci su u tu
svrhu vec 1616. obnavljali i prosirivali samostan, ali tek 1682., posvetom
zagrebackog biskupa Martina Borkovi¢a promijenili su nebeskog
zastitnika crkve. Umjesto crkve Svetog Petra samostanska crkva postala
je crkvom BlaZzene Djevice Marije od Pohodenja. U to vrijeme mijenja
se i naziv samog mijesta; iz naziva Sveta Gorica, po novom imenu
crkve, u ime Marija Gorica.

With the arrival of the Franciscans from the Franciscan Province of
“Bosnia Croatia” to Sveta Gorica (later Marija Gorica), the church in
Marija Gorica together with the monastery was built in 1517-1527. It is
dedicated to St. Peter the Apostle. At the beginning of the seventeenth
century, the Franciscans tried to make the church in Sveta Gorica a
pilgrimage church because it worshipped the Blessed Virgin Mary of
the Visitation and possessed a miraculous statue of Our Lady, donated
to the monastery by a bishop fled from Bosnia. For this purpose, the
Franciscans restored and expanded the monastery until 1616. In 1682,
with the consecration of the Bishop of Zagreb, Martin Borkovi¢, they
changed the heavenly patron of the church. Instead of the church of
St. Peter, the monastery church became the church of the Blessed
Virgin Mary of the Visitation. At the same time the name of the place
itself changes to the name Marija Gorica. With the demolition of the
Franciscan monastery located on the north side of the church, the
church remained a solitary single-nave building with a restored sacristy
on the north side and a high tower on the south side. The church in
its present form has existed since the middle of the 18" century. Very
valuable inventory has been preserved in its entirety.

The first record of the Parish Church of St. Nicholas is dated 6 July
1311. The exact date of the construction of the old Gothic-styled
parish church is unfortunately unknown since the original building
was taken down and a new parish church was erected in its place
in the period between 1901 and 1903, designed by architect Josip
Vancas. The new building, however, contains a part of the old one - the
sacristy with a gothic vault below the tower. From the old building’s
inventory, the today's church still contains a range of valuable golden
artwork from the period between the 17% and the 19™ centuries. One
of the more valuable possessions of today’s church is definitely the
organ, built by the excellent Ferdinand Heferer.

Prve orgulje postavljene 1649. izgorjele su 1665. nakon cega su
nabavljene nove. One su 1747. zamijenjene drugima koje je izgradio
varazdinski orguljar Josip Papa ml. Nakon $to su i one dotrajale, u
Mariboru su kod Josefa Brandla naru¢ene nove te je odlu¢eno da se
ostave stari ormari i orguljski pozitiv koji je sluZio kao ukras.

The first organ set up in 1649 burned down in 1665, after which a new
one was purchased. In 1747 it was replaced by another organ built by
the Varazdin organ builder Josip Papa junior. When this organ wore out
a new one was ordered from Josef Brandl in Maribor with it decided that
the old closets and positives that served decorative purposes were to be
kept. From 1988 to 1998 the organ builder Wolfgang Braun constructed
the current organ that has 54 sound registers and a large number of
free combinations and connections. The old central closet from the 18t
century is still part of the new three-part prospect.

Danasdnju Varazdinsku katedralu, jednu od najznacajnijih ranobaroknih
sakralnih gradevina u sjevernoj Hrvatskoj, gradili su od 1642. do 1646.
isusovci, red veoma zasluzan za katoli¢ku obnovu u 16.1 17. stoljecu, koji
se u Varazdinu nastanio 1632, a 1636. otvorio gimnaziju. Idejni zacetnik
i voditelj gradnje bio je isusovac Juraj Matota, a samu gradnju financirao
je grof Gaspar Draskovi¢. Rije¢ je o ranobaroknoj jednobrodnoj crkvi

sa Sest pobocnih kapela, nad kojima su dvije galerije. Zajedno sa
zgradom kolegija, danas sjedistem Fakulteta organizacije i informatike,
gradenom od 1679. do 1691, te zdanjem nekadasnje gimnazije,
danas Ordinarijata Varazdinske biskupije, ¢ija je gradnja pocela 1680.,
nekoc¢ isusovacka, a kasnije katedralna crkva predstavlja najkvalitetniji
i najvredniji ranobarokni arhitektonski i urbanisticki zahvat u
Varazdinu.

Clarorum sanctorum od 5. srpnja 1997. proglasena je katedralom
novoutemeljene Varazdinske biskupije.
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Today's Varazdin Cathedral, one of the most important early Baroque
religious buildings in northern Croatia, was built from 1642 to 1646
by the Jesuits, an order very much for the Catholic renewal in the
16™ and 17t century, which settled in Varazdin in 1632, and opened
a grammar school in 1636. The creator and leader of the construction
was allegedly the Jesuit Juraj Matota, while the construction was
financed by Count Gaspar Draskovi¢. It is an early Baroque nave church
with six side chapels, over which are two galleries. Together with the
former College, now the seat of the Faculty of Organization and IT,
erected from 1679 to 1691, and the former grammar school, today
the Diocese of Varazdin, whose construction began in 1680, the once
Jesuit church that is today a cathedral, represent the best and most
precious early Baroque architecture and urban project in Varazdin.
After the abolition of the Jesuit order in 1773, the church was taken
over in 1776 by the Pauline order, who in 1777 commissioned the
creation of a new facade with a relief of the Holy Trinity, and after
their abolition in 1786, the church was secularized and in 1788 turned
into a granary for military purposes. In 1797 it was blessed again for
liturgical use and given to the grammar school and was managed by

the grammar school catechist priests until 1949. The Cazma kaptol
that settled in Varazdin already in 1810/1811 got to use it for its church
choir in 1954, and was declared the cathedral of the newly founded
Varazdin diocese by the papal bull of Pope John Paul I Clarorum
sanctorum dated 5™ July 1997.

The positive organ from Hum Kosnic¢ki was not originally built for
the chapel of St. Mary Magdalene has already been transferred to
it from probably a nearby (and larger) church. According to the
preserved autograph of the builder Caspar Mitterreiter, which was
found in the pallet box of the wind-chest, the Positive was built in
1763 and is the only preserved instrument of that builder in Croatia. It
has a mechanical action with slider wind-chest. The air is supplied
by pulling the belt, over the pulleys, from 2 alternating storage-
pumping bellows. A restoration was carried out by the Heferer
workshop in 2020.

Kapela sv. Marije Magdalene smjestena je na proplanku s kojeg se
pruza jedan od najljepsih vidika u Hrvatskom zagorju, sjeverozapadno
od Desinic¢a, povise dvora Veliki Tabor u Humu Kosni¢ckom. U kanonskim
vizitacijama, na ovome mjestu crkva se prvi puta spominje 1678.
godine. Unutrasnjost kapele oplocena je velikim kamenim blokovima
s glavnim rokoko oltarom sv. Marije Magdalene i propovjedaonicom
iz 18. st. te bocnim oltarima sv.

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Crkva Majke BoZje Jeruzalemske na Trskom Vrhu najpoznatija je
krapinska crkva te uz Trsat i Mariju Bistricu najvece hrvatsko prosteniste.
Gradena izmedu 1750.1 1761, jedna je od najljepsih baroknih crkava
u tom dijelu Hrvatske. lako barok kao stilsko razdoblje oznacava
umjetnicki vrhunac feudalizma, tu su crkvu izgradili pobozni gradani
i seljaci kao zavjetnu crkvu s nakanom da u nju smjeste ¢udotvorni
Marijin kip donesen iz Jeruzalema. | prije zavrSetka gradnje crkve
zagovorna molitva pred Marijinim kipom pomogla je mnogima u
njihovim tesko¢ama; odatle velika vjera, molitve i zahvalnost ljudi
i njihova ustrajnost u izgradnji crkve. Crkva nadahnjuje mirom i
llepotom unutrasnjosti — bogato izradenim oltarima iz zagrebacke
radionice Antona Merzija, umjetnickim slikama Antoniusa Lerchingera iz
Rogateca te orguljama Antona Roémera iz Graza. Crkvu okruzuje cinktura
gradena u obliku osmerokuta, a u svakom je kutu podignuta mala kula
za kapelicu. Zidovi cinkture oslikani su prizorima ¢udotvornih djela
Majke BoZje Jeruzalemske.

The church of the Madonna of Jerusalem at Trski Vrh is the most
famous church in the Krapina area and - besides Trsat and Marija
Bistrica — the largest Croatian place of pilgrimage. Built between 1750
and 1761, the church has been one of the most beautiful baroque
churches in this part of Croatia. Although the baroque style marks
the artistic climax of the feudal system, the church was errected by
pious citizens and peasants who wanted to build a votive church,
with an intention to place in it the miraculous statue of the Virgin
Mary, brought from Jerusalem. Even before the church was built, the
Virgin Mary had helped many people in distress; thence the deep
faith, prayers and gratitude of the people, as well as their perseverance
in the building of the church. The church has a highly inspiring effect
due to the peace and beauty of its interior — the richly decorated
altars from the Zagreb workshop of Anton Merzi, paintings by Anton
Lerchinger from Rogatec and the organ by Antonius Rémer from Graz.
The church is encircled by an octagonal wall, and in each corner there
is a small tower for a chapel. The surrounding wall is painted with the
miracles of the Madonna of Jerusalem.

Orgulje u crkvi sv. Katarine sazdane su iz dijelova instrumentalnih
ustroja iz vise orguljarskih radionica, ugradivanih kroz dulje vremensko
razdoblje. Posljednja intervencija bila je mariborskog graditelja Josefa
Brandla 1896. godine. Danasnje orgulje sastoje se od 10 vokalnih
registara rasporedenih na manualu i pedalu. Mehani¢kog su sustava s
manualnom zra¢nicom na kliznice i pedalnom na cunji¢e. Temeljitu i
cjelovitu obnovu izvrsila je radionica Heferer 2015. godine.

The organ in the church of St. Catherine consists of parts of several
instruments that were installed over a longer period by several organ
workshops. The last intervention was by the organ builder Josef Brand|
in 1896. Today's organ consists of 10 stops on manual and pedal. It has
a mechanical action with manual slider chest and a pedal cone-valve
chest.

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Samostan franjevaca Provincije sv. Cirila i Metoda iz 1641. sa
samostanskom crkvom sv. Katarine najstariji je sakralni objekt u Krapini.
Utemeljen je zaslugom grofice Ane Marije Keglevi¢-Erdddy i njezinog
brata grofa Franje Keglevi¢a na mjestu nekadasnje kapele sv. Katarine
i uboZnice. U samostanu se nalazi knjiznica utemeljena 1650. i muzej
sa zbirkom rijetkih knjiga i sakralne umjetnosti Hrvatskog zagorja, pri
Cemu vrijedi spomenuti tri inkunabule, medu njima najstariju i
najvredniju — vrlo rano izdanje djela Pitanja o dvanaest tema odabranih
po volji sv. Tome Akvinskoga (1225. — 1274.). Samostan oblikuje
zatvorenu pravokutnu cjelinu oko unutrasnjeg dvorista (klaustra) s
bunarom. Stilski pripada razdoblju ranog baroka. Crkva, posvecena
24. srpnja 1657., umijetnicki je vrlo vrijedna barokna gradevina. Glavni
oltar sv. Katarine najveci je u Hrvatskom zagorju, a dala ga je izraditi
grofica Rozina Keglevi¢-Ratkaj od Tabora izmedu 1665. i 1670. Brojne
slike koje krase crkvu rad su Ivana Krstitelja Rangera. Posebnost ove
crkve su i oltari s oslikanim antependijem. U crkvi sv. Katarine nalazi
se i grobnica Keglevicevih. Na crkvenome koru nalaze se orgulje iz
1896. na mijestu kojih su ranije bile orgulje iz 1730, a koje su
zamijenjene najstarijima iz 1657. godine.

The convent of the Franciscan Province of St. Cyril and Methodius
from the year 1641 with the monastery church of St. Catherine is
the oldest sacred building in Krapina. It was founded thanks to the
Countess Ana Marija Keglevi¢-Erdddy and her brother Earl Franjo
Keglevi¢ on the site of the former chapel of St. Catherine and the
workhouse. Located in the monastery is a library, founded in 1650, and
a museum with a rare collection of books and sacred art from Croatian
Zagorje, where it is worth mentioning three incunabula, including the
oldest and most valuable — a very early edition of Questions about
twelve themes chosen by the will by St. Thomas Aquinas (1225 — 1274).
The monastery forms the closed rectangular unit around an inner
courtyard (cloister) with a well. The style belongs to the early Baroque
period. The church, consecrated 24™ July 1657, artistically is a very
valuable Baroque building. The main altar of St. Catherine is the biggest
in Croatian Zagorje, and was commissioned to be built by Countess
Rosina Keglevi¢-Ratkaj of Tabor around 1665 - 1670. A number of
paintings that decorate the church are the work of John the Baptist
Ranger. Adding to the uniqueness of this church are the altars with a
painted antependium. The tomb of the Keglevi¢ family is situated in
the church of St. Catherine. On the church choir is an organ from 1896,
instead of the former organ from 1730, which has been replaced by
the oldest from 1657.

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Prvi pisani spomen Gorjana potjece iz darovnice hrvatsko-ugarskog
kralja Bele IV iz 1244. godine. U srednjem vijeku Gorjani su predstavljali
znacajno gradsko naselje. Utvrdeni grad Gora ili Gara bio je tada
osmi po veli¢ini grad u Hrvatskoj (iza Zadra, Zagreba, Pule, Varazdina,
Osijeka, Nina i Dubrovnika). Obitelj Gorjanski (de Gara) iz okolice
Szegeta doselila se u Goru (Gorjane) u 13. stolje¢u. Zupa u Gorjanima
spominje se ve¢ 1331, kao i dominikanski samostan.

The first written account of Gorjani comes from a donation made by
the Croatian-Hungarian king Bela IV from 1244. In the Medieval Period,
Gorjani was a significant settlement. The fortified town Gora, or Gara,
was at the time the 8™ largest city (after Zadar, Zagreb, Pula, Varazdin,
Osijek, Nin and Dubrovnik). The Gorjanski family (de Gara) moved from
the Szeged area to Gora (Gorjani) in the 13™ century. The parish of
Gorjani is mentioned in 1331 as a Dominican monastery. Today, the
parish church is named after St. James the apostle. It was blessed on
16 November 1788, and the bell tower was built on 1849. Gorjani
also has the chapel of the Three Kings, a former Turkish tower, which
was repurposed into a chapel by the parish priest Adam Filipovi¢ and
the locals in 1837. The chapel of St. Peter is located on the cemetery,
and in the center of the village, on the intersection of the two main
streets, is large cross, which is the reason the settlement was formerly
known as Krstopuce (Crossroads village).

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Zagrebacki Kaptol donio je 1344. odluku o osnivanju opcine na
zemljistu tzv. Liepe Vesi, a njegov ¢lan Ivan Velikogoricki je nakon tri
godine uvidio potrebu za izgradnom crkve i utemeljenjem Zupe na
tom podrucju. Prijedlog su prihvatili tadasnji biskup Jakov II. i Kaptol
te je Ivan svojim sredstvima 1347. izgradio crkvu u ¢ast svog nebeskog
zastitnika sv. Ivana Krstitelja. Biskup Jakov je sve¢anom bulom
6. prosinca 1347. utemeljio novu Zupu. Zupnik Mijo Sinkovi¢ dao
je 1785. srusiti srednjovjekovnu crkvicu i na istom mjestu vlastitim
sredstvima izgraditi danasnju crkvu svetog Ivana, koja je duga 35
metara i Sirok 15 metara a sa zvonikom visokim 35 metara. Gradnja
je trajala pet godina, a 1. svibnja 1803. posvetio ju je zagrebacki
biskup Maksimilijan Vrhovac. Svetiste crkve i kapelu oslikali su Antun
Arher i Antun Lerhinger, a ladu crkve 100 godina kasnije rimski
slikar Marko Antonioni. Nakon potresa 1880. su tri mramorna oltara
iz katedrale prenesena u crkvu sv. Ivana, koje je za katedralu izradio
kipar Francesco Robba polovicom 18. stolje¢a. To su glavni oltar
sv. lvana i dva pokrajna oltara sv. Jeronima i sv. Franje Asiskog.

At a meeting held in 1344, Kaptol (the ecclesiastical centre of
Old Zagreb) decided to establish a township on their land, so-called
Liepa Ves. Three years later, on the initative of Ivan Velikogoricki,
one of the members of Kaptol, a church was built there and a
parish was established. His proposal to build a church was accepted
by Bishop Jacob Il and by Kaptol, so in 1347 Ivan Velikogoricki
financed the construction of the church dedicated to his geavenly
protector, St. John the Baptist, and Bishop Jacob established the
new parish. In 1785, a priest named Mijo Sinkovi¢ had the medieval
church demolished, and in the same spot, again with his own money,
the church of St. John was built, measuring 35 metres long and
15 metres wide, with a bell towe 35 meters high. The church still
exists today. The church took five years to build and was consecrated
on 1 May 1803 by the Bishop of Zagreb, Maximilian Vrhovec. The
sanctuary and the altar were painted a hundred years after by Marco
Antonioni, the Roman academic painter. After an earthquake in 1880,
three marble altars, originally made for the Cathedral by the famous
sculptor Francesco Robba in the mid-18™ century, were transferred
from the Cathedral to this church. These included the main altar of

St. John, and two side altars of St. Jerome and St. Francis of Assisi.

Orgulje Zagrebacke katedrale, AdventFesta u katedrali,
bio je jedanaest godina ravnatelj medunarodnog
orguljaskog festivala Ars organi Sisciae u Sisku i tri
godine ZRIN festivala. Kao solist uz orgulje suraduje
sa Simfonijskim orkestrom HRT-a i dirigentima
Niksom Barezom i Paviom DeSpaljem, te Simfonijskim
orkestrom Mostar. Od 2020. umjetnicki je ravnatelj
Prandau festivala u Donjem Miholjcu i Orguljaskog
festivala Banja Luka. lzdavacka kuca Croatia Records
izdala mu je prvi solisticki CD 2009. godine koji je i
nagraden hrvatskom diskografskom nagradom Porin
2010. 2013. godine mu je izasao drugi solisticki CD
Sisacka orguljaska bastina u izdanju Croatiae Records.
Krajem 2015. izaSao mu je i tre¢i nosac zvuka Orgulje
Sisacke biskupije-Sela u izdanju Croatiae Records.
U 2016. godini izasao je i Cetvrti solisticki CD pod
naslovom Orgulje Sisacke biskupije-Voloder. U 2018.
godini u izdanju Cantusa izasao je CD ,Cantus
Miroslava Mileti¢a” s orguljskim djelima tog uvazenog

hrvatskog skladatelja. Godine 2015. dobitnik je
diplome Milka Trnina HDGU-a za 2014. za promicanje
orguljske umjetnosti. Godine 2019. izlazi njegov sesti
solo CD pod nazivom Orgulja Toccata iz Zagrebacke
katedrale u izdanju Croatiae Recordsa.

Edmund Andler-Bori¢ lives and works in Zagreb.
He was born and grew up in Zadar. He graduated
from the Music Academy in Zagreb from the piano
class of Ida Gamulin and the organ class of Ljerka
Oc¢i¢, and completed his master’s degree in the
class of Mario Penzar. He participated in organ
interpretation master classes with Jaroslav Tuma,
Pieter van Dijk and Daniel Roth. In 1999 he was
the absolute winner of the 2nd Croatian Franjo
Dugan Competition of Young Organists in 1999.
His specialises in interpretations of virtuoso
pieces from the Romantic period and con
temporary music. He has a particularly active concert
career and has performed hundreds of concerts
in Europe, the Republic of South Africa, Israel, the
United States, Belarus, the Ukraine and Russia. In
2010 he was awarded the Franjo Dugan Award
for his special contribution to the preservation
and promotion of organ heritage. In addition to
being a guest at many festivals, he is one of the
initiators of such events in Croatia: he is the artistic
director of the Zagreb Cathedral Organ Festival,
the director of the International Organ Festival
Ars Organi Sisciae in Sisak, and ZRIN Festival. As a
solo organist, he collaborates with the HRT
Symphony  Orchestra and  conductors  Nik3a
Bareza and Pavle Despalj and with the Mostar
Symphony Orchestra. His first solo CD was released
in 2009 by Croatia Records and received the
Croatian Porin award in 2010. His second solo CD
The Sisak Organ Heritage was released in 2013, also
by Croatia Records. By the end of 2015, his third
CD Organ of Diocese of Sisak-Sela was also released
by Croatia Records. n 2018, the CD “Cantus of
Miroslav Mileti¢” with the organ works of this
respected Croatian composer was released by
Cantus. In 2015 he received the Milka Trnina
diploma for 2014 from the Croatian Society of
Music Artists for the promotion of organ art. In 2019,

his sixth solo CD entitled Organ Toccata from the
Zagreb Cathedral was released by Croatia Records.

16 nosaca zvuka. Autorica je zbirke solo pjesama
hrvatskih skladatelja “LJUVEN SANAK’, a vec¢ se
nekoliko godina bavi i znanstvenim radom na polju
medicine glasa u timu prof. dr. sc. Sante Vecerine
Voli¢, za koji su dobile i medunarodna priznanja. Od
2010. godine umijetnicki je ravnatelj Medunarodnog
festivala komorne glazbe Lubenicke glazbene
veceri na otoku Cresu. 2012. idejni zacetnik i osnivac
1. medunarodnog natjecanja pjevaca uz orgulje
"Heferer” u Groznjanu. 1996. godine odlikovana je
najvisim drzavnim priznanjem za zasluge u kulturi
Ordenom reda Danice hrvatske s likom Marka
Marulica.

Lidija Horvat Dunjko graduated and received her
master’s degree in solo singing (Lied, oratorium and
opera) at the Academy of Music in Zagreb, Croatia,
in the class of professor Zdenka Zaboci¢. She has
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received numerous Croatian and international
awards and acknowledgements. She has pursued
her professional development in Vienna, under
Olivera Miljakovi¢, and in Zagreb, under Dunja
Vejzovi¢. Up untill now, she has created over thirty
major opera characters in Croatia and abroad, as
well as several operettas and musicals. She is
especially favoured on the concert stage. With her
recitals she has won the hearts of audience in Paris
(Theatre des Champs Elysées), Vienna (Musikverein,
Konzerthaus), Toronto (Ryerson Theatre, Massey
Hall), Berlin, Torino, Venice, Madrid, Zurich, Buenos
Aires (Teatro Colén), Montevideo, Santiago de Chile,
Johannesburg, Moscow (Tchaikovsky Concert Hall).
Lidija has sung alongside the most illustrious artists
of today, as well as the most eminent conductors
and orchestras. Her richly modulated voice,
great musicality, extraordinary vocal abilities and
excellent musical education enable her to perform
in a wide variety of styles, from the early renaissance
to the 20th century avant-garde. She is a member
of several baroque ensembles. Many Croatian and
foreign composers have dedicated their works to
her. While persuing her amazingly diverse artistic
activities, she has also been engaged in pedagogical
work, as Fellow Professorat the Academy of Music
in Zagreb, Croatia and the University of Juraj
Dobrila in Pula, Croatia. She is the founder and
leader of the International Opera Summer School
«MIRULA» in Pucis¢ on the island Bra¢, Croatia. To
date, she has released 16 albums. She has edited
a collection of solo songs by Croatian composers,
entitled «LJUVEN SANAK» and for the past several
years she has also been involved in the scientific
work in the field of voice medicine, in the team of
Professor Santa Vecerina Voli¢, D. Sc,, for which they
have received international acknowledgements.
Since 2010. she has been the artistic director of the
International Festival of Chamber Music - Lubenice
Musical Evenings — on the island Cres. In 1996. she
was honored with the medal of the order Danica
hrvatska s likom Marka Marulica, the highest Croatian
acknowledgement for cultural merit.

IGREC, ANDELKO, orgulje / organ

Andelko Igrec zavriio je studije kompozicije,
crkvene glazbe i orkestralnog dirigiranja na
Sveucilistu za glazbu u Becu. Kao dirigent i
skladatelj suraduje s Varazdinskim i Hrvatskim
komornim orkestrom, Zborom i Orkestrom Hrvatske
radiotelevizije, ~ Zagrebackom  filharmonijom,
Hrvatskim ~ baroknim  ansamblom,  Savaria
simfonijskim orkestrom iz Szombathelya, kao i
mnogim medunarodnim ansamblima. Posebno
mjesto u njegovu djelovanju zauzima varazdinski
zbor Chorus angelicus s kojim je izveo mnoga
velika djela svjetske glazbene literature, posebno
kao redoviti sudionik na Varazdinskim baroknim
veCerima. Niz godina predavao je na Institutu za
crkvenu glazbu u Zagrebu i Orguljaskoj ljetnoj skoli
u Sibeniku. Dvadesetak godina bio je katedralni
orguljas u Varazdinu. Medu nagradama koje je
primio za svoje stvaralastvo isticu se skladateljska
nagrada Josip Stolcer Slavenski, Jurica Murai i Ivan
Lukaci¢ VBV-a, Diploma Milka Trnina te hrvatska
diskografska nagrada Porin.

Andelko Igrec completed his studies in
composition, church  music and orchestral
conducting at the University of Music in Vienna. As
a conductor and composer, he collaborates with
the Varazdin and Croatian Chamber Orchestras, the
Croatian Radio and Television Choir and Orchestra,
the Zagreb Philharmonic, the Croatian Baroque
Ensemble, the Savaria Symphony Orchestra from
Szombathely, and many international ensembles.
A special place in his work is occupied by the
Varazdin choir Chorus angelicus, with which he
performed many great works of world music
literature, especially as a regular participant in the
Varazdin Baroque Evenings. For many years he
taught at the Institute of Church Music in Zagreb
and the Organ Summer School in Sibenik. He was
a cathedral organist in Varazdin for about twenty
years. Among the awards he received for his work
are the composer’s award Josip Stolcer Slavenski,
Jurica Murai and Ivan Lukaci¢ VBV, Diploma Milka
Trnina and the Croatian discography award Porin.

Viseslav Jaklin, varazdinski katedralni orguljas,
magistrirao je orgulje, improvizaciju i dirigiranje
na studiju crkvene glazbe u Grazu u klasi Michaela
Kapsnera i Josefa M. Doellera te magistrirao
koncertantni smjer orgulja na sveucilistu u Becu
u klasi Michaela Radulescua. Pohadao je privatne
satove orgulja i improvizacije u Weimaru i u Parizu te
brojne majstorske tecajeve (Daniel Roth, Christoph
Bossert, Luigi Ferdinando Tagliavini, Katherine
Biene Bryndorf, Frédéric Blanc, Harald Vogel, Peter
Planyavsky, Ludger Lohman, Pier Damiano Peretti,
Jon Laukvik, Edoardo Bellotti). Uspjesno sudjeluje
na medunarodnim orguljaskim natjecanjima u
Austriji i Svicarskoj gdje osvaja prve nagrade. Bio
je orguljas franjevacke crkve u Grazu od 2001. do
2008. kada postaje orgulja$ varazdinske katedrale
i voditelj katedralnog zbora Chorus liturgicus. Na
Institutu za crkvenu glazbu u Zagrebu je 2012.
predavao teoretske predmete. Redovito koncertira
u Hrvatskoj, mnogim europskim zemljama te u
Izraelu. Godine 2005. odrZao je koncert na glasovitim
orguliama katedrale Notre Dame u Parizu. Suraduje
s brojnim vokalnim i instrumentalnim ansamblima
(Grazer Kapellknaben, Capella Calliope iz Graza,
Grazer Choralschola, Simfonijski orkestar iz Graza,
Hrvatski barokni ansambl). Cesto snima za ORF. Clan
je Hrvatskog drustva glazbenih umjetnika, Hrvatskog
drusdtva crkvenih glazbenika i Slovenskog orgelskog
drudtva. Godine 2015. imenovan je Povjerenikom za
zastitu orgulja Varazdinske biskupije.

Viseslav Jaklin, is the organist of the Varazdin
cathedral. He earned his Master's degree in church
music in Graz, where he studied under Michael
Kapsner and Josef M. Doeller, and in organ concert
performance from the University in Vienna under
Michael Radulescu. He also attended private lessons
in organ and improvisation in Weimar and Paris
and master classes held by Daniel Roth, Christoph
Bossert, Luigi Ferdinando Tagliavini, Katherine
Biene Bryndorf, Frédéric Blanc, Harald Vogel, Peter
Planyavsky, Ludger Lohman, Pier Damiano Peretti,
Jon Laukvik, Edoardo Bellotti, and others. He has
won first prizes in international organ competitions
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in Switzerland and Austria. From 2001 to 2008 he
was the organist of the Franciscan church in Graz,
and in 2008 he became the organist of the cathedral
in Varazdin, and the conductor of the cathedral choir
Chorus Liturgicus. Since 2012, he has been teaching
theoretical courses at the Institute for Church Music
in Zagreb. As a soloist and a chamber musician
he regularly gives concerts in Croatia and many
European countries, and in Israel. In 2005, he played
the famous organ of the Notre Dame Cathedral in
Paris. He collaborates with numerous ensembles,
including Grazer Kapellknaben, Capella Calliope
from Graz, with Grazer Choralschola, Croatian
Baroque Ensemble, Graz Symphony Orchestra and
others. He also often records for the ORF. He is a
member of the Croatian Association of Music Artists,
the Croatian Society of Church Musicians and the
Slovenian Organ Society. In 2015, he was appointed
Commissioner for the protection of the organ of
the Varazdin diocese.

JELUSIC, LUCIJA, sopran / soprano

Lucija Jelusi¢, rodena je 1995. godine u Zagrebu.
Nakon zavrSene srednje Skole upisuje studij
Glazbene pedagogije na Muzickoj akademiji
u Zagrebu, gdje je i magistrirala 2019. godine.
Trenutno je diplomantica studija Pjevanja u klasi
prof. Martine Zadro na Muzickoj akademiji u
Zagrebu. 2018 godine debitirala je na pozornici
Hrvatskog narodnog kazalista u Zagrebu u suradnji
Muzicke akademije i Hrvatskog narodnog kazalista u
Zagrebu, u ulozi Despine iz opere Cosi fan tutte
Wolfganga Amadeusa Mozarta u reziji Dore
Ruzdjak Podolski, pod dirigentskom palicom
mladog dirigenta Mare Rice. Iste godine debitirala
je u Gradskom kazalistu Komedija u ulozi Marie u
mjuziklu Byron Darka Domitrovi¢a, u reZiji lvane
Coh pod vodstvom maestra Dinka Appelta i
Davora Keli¢a. Od 2018. aktivno se bavi izvodenjem
mjuzikala pa iste godine debitira u ulozi Eponine
u mjuziklu Les Misérables Claudea - Michela
Schonberga u suradnji s Medunarodnim kazalistem
CornerstoneArts Hrvatska u reziji ameri¢kog reda-
telja Richarda Monteza.

Tarbuka. Iste godine sudjeluje u produkciji operete
Grofica Marica u ulozi Lise u Gradskom kazalistu
Komedija u reziji Ozrena Prohi¢a pod vodstvom
maestra Kresimira Batini¢a i Davora Kelica. 2020.
nastupa u sklopu ciklusa Sfumato kao solistica u
Rekvijemu Gabriela Fauréa sa zborom Hrvatske
radiotelevizije pod dirigentskom palicom maestra
Roberta Homena. 2021. nastupila je na Festivalu
Ljetnih veceri u suradnji s Hrvatskim narodnim

Lucija Jelusi¢, was born in Zagreb in 1995. After
graduating from high school, she enrolled the
study of Music Pedagogy at the Academy of Music,
University of Zagreb, where she received her
master’s degree in 2019. She is currently a graduate
of Singing department in the class of prof. Martina
Zadro at the Zagreb Music Academy. In 2018,
she made her debut on the stage of the Croatian
National Theater in Zagreb in collaboration with
the Academy of Music and the Croatian National
Theater in Zagreb, in the role of Despina from
Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart's opera Cosi fan tutte
directed by Dora Ruzdjak Podolski, conducted
by young conductor Maro Rica. That same year,
she made her debut at the City Comedy Theatre
in the role of Maria in Darko Domitrovi¢'s musical
Byron, directed by Ivana Coh under the direction of
maestro Dinko Appelt and Davor Keli¢. Since 2018,
he has been actively performing musicals, and in
the same year she debuted in the role of Eponine
in the musical Les Misérables by Claude - Michel
Schénberg in collaboration with the International
Theater CornerstoneArts Croatia, directed by
American director Richard Montez. In 2019, she
participated as a soloist in two music and stage
productions of the Music Academy in Zagreb - a

KONCAR, GORAN, violina / violin

Violinist Goran Koncar ubraja se u najistaknutije
hrvatske glazbene umjetnike. Studirao je na
Muzi¢koj akademiji u Zagrebu (M. Bari¢, J. Klima),
a magistrirao 1978. na Konzervatoriju Cajkovski u
Moskvi (L. Kogan). Usavrsavao se kod M. Rostala
u Bernu i H. Szerynga u Zenevi, te kod Y. Neamana,
Ciji je asistent od 1981. do 1983, na Guildhall
School of Music u Londonu. Od 1988. profesor
je na Muzickoj akademiji sveucilista u Zagrebu.
Drzi majstorske tecCajeve u Madridu, Berlinu,
Torinu,  Milanu,  Sidneyu, Tokyu, Pekingu,
Stellenboschu i drugdje. Godine 2004. pokrece,
zajedno s najvedim  svjetskim  violinistickim
imenima (Z. Bron, V. Tretyakov, D. Sitkovetsky, L.
Sorokow) LAUS - lietnu akademiju u Dubrovniku.
Medunarodnu solisticku karijeru zapoceo je 1982.
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gostujuci u vecini europskih zemalja, SAD-u, Japanu,
Koreji i Izraelu. Od 1984. do 1994. bio je koncertni
majstor Royal Philharmonic Orchestra u Londonu,
Simfonijskog orkestra Hrvatske radiotelevizije i
Zagrebacke filharmonije. Koncertirao je s uglednim
orkestrima i dirigentima diljem svijeta. Dobitnik je
prvih i posebnih nagrada na drzavnim natjecanjima
u zemlji, nagrade Glazbeni zivot u Moskvi (1980., kao
prvi stranac koji je osvojio tu nagradu, za izvedbu
Koncerta za violinu i orkestar Dmitrija Sostakovica),
prve nagrade na Medunarodnom natjecanju u
Bratislavi (1984.) te drugih visokih priznanja. U
popisu nagrada osobito se istice Nagrada Vladimir
Nazor (2006.). U svojoj solistickoj i pedagoskoj
praksi posebno je posvecen interpretacijama
djela Johanna Sebastiana Bacha (Solo sonate i
partite), a zatim repertoaru koji je radio s Maxom
Rostalom (W. A. Mozart, M. Ravel, C. Debussy i C.
Franck), Yfrahom Neamanom (J. S. Bach, M. Bruch,
E. Bloch, F. Mendelssohn) te Leonidom Koganom
(P. 1. Cajkovski, A. Glazunov, A. Hacaturjan, S.
Prokofjev, D. Sostakovi¢). Posebnu pozornost
posvecuje izvedbi klasika 20. stoljeca (B. Bartok, B.
Martinu, S. Gubajdulina, A. Nilsson, K. Goldmark)
te suvremenih skladatelja (B. Papandopulo, M.
Kelemen, G. Gavazza, D. Holloway, I. Malec i dr.) od
kojih mu mnogi posvecuju svoja djela. Prvu plocu
snima 1984. za EMI u Londonu. Snima i za brojne
radio i TV postaje (BBC, CBS, France Musique, HRT
i dr). Za Croatia Records snimio je jednu od rijetkih
integralnih izvedbi violinskih sonata Eugenea Ysayea.
Od 1987. punih cetvrt stolje¢a vodi Zagrebacki
kvartet, najdugovjecniji hrvatski i europski komorni
sastav (utemeljen 1919. godine). koji je u tom
razdoblju odrzao je preko 2000 koncerata na svim
kontinentima u najpoznatijim svjetskim koncertnim
dvoranama, suradivao s velikim brojem hrvatskih i
inozemnih solista, praizveo vecinu djela hrvatskih
skladatelja za gudacki kvartet, te objavio 15 nosaca
zvuka. Pod Koncarevim je vodstvom Zagrebacki
kvartet izveo sve Sostakoviceve, Beethovenove,
Mozartove, Prokofjevljeve, JanacCekove te vecinu
Haydnovih kvarteta kao i sve klavirske kvintete.
U tome razdoblju Kvartet dobija vlastiti prostor
za rad, uz pomo¢ Grada Zagreba 2007, studio u

llici 31a. Goran Koncar posebnu paznju posvecuje
proucavanjiu  zvuka povijesnih  instrumenata
kao i osvjestavanju vrijednosti tonskog drveta iz
Hrvatske i Bosne od kojeg su izradivani najvredniji
instrumenti. U Zelji da promovira hrvatske graditelje
gudackih instrumenata, inicirao je 2005. osnivanje
Udruge profesionalnih graditelja i restauratora
gudackih instrumenata Hrvatske. Udruga je okupila
graditelje koji su nastavili tradiciju Franje Kresnika,
Franje Snajdera, Julija Penzoa, lvana Husa i Rudolfa
Slokovi¢a. Koncar danas svira na instrumentu
Giovannia Battista Guadagninia iz 1753. godine.

Violinist Goran Koncar is one of Croatia’s most
prominent musicians. He studied at the Music
Academy in Zagreb (under M. Bari¢, J. Klima),
and obtained his Master’s Degree in 1978 from
the Tchaikovsky Conservatory, Moscow (under L.
Kogan). He further studied with M. Rostal in Bern,
H. Szeryng in Geneva and with Y. Neaman, whom
he served as an assistant between 1981 and 1983 at
the Guildhall School of Music in London. Since 1988,
he has been teaching at the Music Academy in
Zagreb. He delivers master classes in Madrid, Berlin,
Turin, Milan, Sidney, Tokyo, Beijing, Stellenbosch,
and elsewhere. In 2004, he founded the LAUS
Summer Academy in Dubrovnik in collaboration
with the world’s greatest violinists Z. Bron, V.
Tretyakov, D. Sitkovetsky, L. Sorokow. Hi international
solo career started in 1982 with performances
in most European countries, as well as in the US,
Japan, Korea, and lIsrael. Between 1984 and 1994
he served as the concert master of the Royal
Philharmonic Orchestra in London, Croatian Radio
Television Symphony Orchestra, and the Zagreb
Philharmonic Orchestra. Mr. Koncar has performed
with renowned orchestras and conductors all
over the world. He has received first and special
prizes from state competitions, the Musical Life
Award in Moscow (in 1980 for his performance of
Dmitri Shostakovich’s Violin Concerto as the first
foreigner to receive the honor), the first prize of
the International Competition in Bratislava (1984)
and a number of other recognitions, most notably
the Vladimir Nazor Award in 2006. His performing

and teaching practice is particularly focused on
the interpretation of Johann Sebastian Bach’s
works (Solo Sonatas and Partitas), as well as on
the repertoire he worked on with Max Rostal (W.
A. Mozart, M. Ravel, C. Debussy and C. Franck),
Yfrah Neaman (J. S. Bach, M. Bruch, E. Bloch,
F. Mendelssohn) and with Leonid Kogan (P I
Tchaikovsky, A. Glazunov, A. Khachaturian, S. Prokofiev,
D. Shostakovich). The classics of the 20t century (B.
Bartok, B. Martin, S. Gubajdulin, A. Nilsson, K. Goldmark)
and contemporary composers (B. Papandopulo, M.
Kelemen, G. Gavazza, D. Holloway, I. Malec, etc,) are
also very present in his repertoire, many of whom
have dedicated their works to him. He recorded
his first album in 1984 for EMI in London. He has
also recorded extensively for radio and TV networks
(BBC, CBS, France Musique, HRT, etc). He recorded
a rare integral performance of Eugéne Ysaye's violin
sonatas for Croatia Records. In 1987, he became the
leader of the Zagreb Quartet, Croatia and Europe’s
longest standing chamber ensemble (established
in 1919). During the twenty five years of his
leadership, the Quartet has held more than 2000
concerts in all continents and in the world’s most
famous concert halls, collaborated with numerous
Croatian and foreign soloists, premiered most works
written by Croatian composers for string quartets,
and released 15 records. Under Koncar, the Zagreb
Quartet has performed all quartets written by
Shostakovich, Beethoven, Mozart, Prokofiev, and
Janacek, most of Haydn's quartets, and all piano
quintets. During this period, in 2007, the city helped
the Quartet establish its own work studio in llica 31a.
Goran Koncar also studies the sound of historical
instruments and helps raise awareness about the
value of the wood material from Croatia and Bosnia
used to build the most precious instruments. In
2005, in his efforts to promote Croatian string
instrument  builders, Mr. Konc¢ar founded the
Association of Professional  String  Instrument
Builders and Restorers of Croatia. The association
gathers builders continuing the tradition of Franjo
Kresnik, Franjo Snajder, Julije Penzo, lvan Hus and
Rudolf Slokovi¢. He currently plays Giovanni Battista
Guadagnini’s 1753 instrument.
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KOPUNOVIC LEGETIN, ALEN, orgulje / organ

Alen Kopunovi¢ Legetin roden 1974., osnovnu i
srednju glazbenu naobrazbu stekao je u Subotici
(maturirao teoretski i klavirski odjel), a diplomirao
1997. na Muzickoj akademiji u Zagrebu, u
razredu prof. Ljerke Oci¢. Za vrijeme studija bio je
stalni orgulja$ crkve Djecackoga sjemenista na
Salati te orgulja Crkve sv. Marka na Gornjemu
gradu. Tijekom studija nagraden je Rektorovom
nagradom Sveucilista u Zagrebu. Studijske godine
1998/99. usavrsavao se na znamenitom Sveucilistu
Mozarteum u Salzburgu, u razredu prof. Elisabeth
Ullmann, a 2004/05. na Papinskome Institutu za
crkvenu glazbu u Rimu: kao vanjski student, smjer
liturgijska glazba u maestra Valentina Miserachsa,
te orgulje u maestra p. Thea Fluryja. Od 1999. do
2016. djeluje kao orgulja$ i zborovoda u Crkvi
sv. Lovre u PoZegi te kao pontifikalni zborovoda
i orgulja$ u Katedrali te dirigent HKUD-a Vijenac
- PoZega. Gostuje kao solist ili uz orkestre (F.
Poulenc: Koncert za orgulje i gudace uz Zadarski
komorni orkestar; S. Barber: Toccata Festiva uz
Orkestar Hrvatske vojske; A. Guillmant: Symphonie
no.l uz orkestar Hrvatske vojske u Koncertnoj
dvorani Vatroslav Lisinski u Zagrebu) na festivalima
kao sto su Zagrebacki lietni festival, Glazbene
veceri u Sv. Donatu, Rapske veceri, Varazdinske
barokne veceri, Osorske glazbene veceri, Makarsko
kulturno ljeto, Festival sv. Marka, festival Orgulje
Heferer, Ars Organi Sisciae, Organum Histriae.
Nastupao u gotovo svim hrvatskim katedralama,
a od nastupa u inozemstvu valja istaci koncert
u Becu (Schubert Kirche), Budimpesti (Bazilika
sv. Matije i Stjepana), Rimu (Bazilika sv. Petra),
Beogradu (Katedrala), Kotoru, Subotici (Katedrala),
Ljubljani (Dvorana filharmonije) i Cardiffu (St
David's Hall), Katedrala u Minchenu. Kao dirigent
ravnao je izvedbama duhovnih kantata i misa:
Bach (Magnificat), Pergolesi (Stabat Mater),
Charpentier (Te Deum), Gounod (Misa Sv. Cecilije),
Handel (Psalam 112), Bach (Oster oratorium),
Handel - integralna izvedba oratorija Messiah, gdje
je nastupio kao ¢embalist i dirigent.

Alen Kopunovi¢ Legetin graduated from the
Music Academy in Zagreb in 1997 where he
studied under Ljerka Oc¢i¢. As a student, he was
the resident organist of the Boys Seminary in
Salata and the organist of St. Mark's Church in
the Old Town of Zagreb. At that time, he also led
the Choir of Croatians from Bac¢ka (and recorded
two shows with them for the Croatian Television
about Christmas and Easter customs). He studied
further at the Mozarteum University in Salzburg
with Elisabeth Ullmann (1998/1999) as well as at
the Papal Institute of Church Music in Rome, at the
Liturgy Music Department with maestro Valentino
Miserachs, and at the Organ Department with
maestro p. Theo Flury (2004/2005). He has appeared
at numerous festivals, including the Zagreb
Summer Festival, Music Evenings in St. Donat’s, Rab
Evenings, Varazdin Baroque Evenings, Osor Music
Evenings, PoZega Organ Evenings, Cultural Summer
in Makarska and Heferer Organ Festival. He has
also performed in Italy, Austria, Hungary, Slovenia,
Serbia, Germany, Luxembourg, and the Ukraine.
Apart from the Zagreb University Rector Award, he
also received the Antu$ Award for the promotion
of cultural heritage of Croatians from Backa in
Subotica in 1998. From 1999 until 2016 he has been
the organist and choir leader in the Church of St.
Lawrence in PoZega, and the pontifical choir leader
and organist of the Pozega Cathedral. He sits on
the board of judges at county and national organ
competitions. Since 2001, he has held the status of
a freelance artist. He teaches organ, piano and choir
singing at the Secondary Music School in Pozega.
The album Portrait of the Queen with Kopunovic-
Legetin's solo interpretations of the organ was
published in 2011 by Croatia Records, and a year
earlier he received the Annual Award of the City of
Pozega for contribution to music culture.

Mirta Kudrna, born in Zagreb, graduated in the
organ at the Academy of Music in Ljubljana in the
class of Hubert Bergant.

lvo Mrvelj roden je 1995. u Zagrebu. U rujnu 2019.
diplomirao je s odli¢nim uspjehom orgulje u klasi
red. prof. Marija Penzara na Muzickoj akademiji u
Zagrebu. Posljednje dvije godine studija u Zagrebu
provodi u sklopu programa Erasmus+ na Visokoj skoli
za glazbu i kazaliste Felix Mendelssohn Bartholdy
u Leipzigu gdje nastavu orguljske literature i
improvizacije pohada u klasi Sveucilisnog orguljasa
Daniela Beilschmidta. Od jeseni 2019. studira
crkvenu glazbu u Leipzigu. U srpnju 2019. sudjeluje
na Lajpciskoj orguljskoj akademiji pod vodstvom
predavaca kao $to su Ben van QOosten, Paul Jacobs,
Hans Fagius, Martin Schmeding i Thomas Lennartz.

Nonet Donum osnovan je 2010. u Varazdinu na
poticaj altistice Sofije Cingule i mladih Skolovanih
glazbenika iz zupne crkve sv. Nikole. Sofija Cingula
bila je prva voditeljica noneta, a od 2013. voditel;
noneta je katedralni orgulja$ Viseslav Jaklin. Nonet
je do sada imao vise zapazenih nastupa, od kojih
je najznacajniji onaj iz 2014. kada su u prosirenom
sastavu od 14 ¢lanova i pod imenom Komorni zbor
Donum izveli Bozi¢ni oratorij J. S. Bacha. Nonet je
nastupio na Varazdinskim baroknim vecerima 2013.
na misi zahvalnici.

Nonet Donum was founded in 2010 in Varazdin
on the initiative of alto singer Sofia Cingula and
young educated musicians from the parish church
of St. Nicholas. Sofia Cingula was the first leader of
the nonet, and since 2013 the head of the nonet is
the cathedral organist Viseslav Jaklin. The Nonet has
had, to date, a number of memorable performances,
most notably that of 2014, when the extended
membership of 14 people under the name Chamber
Choir Donum performed J. S. Bach's Christmas
Oratorio. The Nonet also performed at the Varazdin
Baroque Evenings in 2013 at thanksgiving Mass.

OCIC, LJERKA, orgulje / organ

Ljerka Oci¢ jedna je od najistaknutijih hrvatskih
glazbenih umjetnica. Nastupala je u gotovo svim

She is a member of international organ
competition juries. Ljerka Oci¢'s work has been
awarded a number of international and national
awards, including the 1993 Milka Trnina Award
and two Porin awards, pedagogical awards, the
City of Zagreb Award, the highest State award in
culture, the Annual “Vladimir Nazor” Award, and
the Order of Danica with Marko Maruli¢ for her
contribution to culture.

Kristina Owais rodena je u Osijeku 1990. godine.

15 godina u klasi Vesne Coufal Jai¢. Diplomirala je

na Muzickoj akademiji u Zagrebu u klasi Snjezane
Bujanovi¢ Stanislav, a nakon toga nastavila je svoje
umjetnicko usavréavanje na prestiznom austrijskom
sveucilistu, Kunstuniversitdt u Grazu, upisujudi
magisterij iz Musiktheatra.

POGORELIC, IVO, klavir / piano

Roden u Beogradu 1958. godine u obitelji glazbenika,
lvo Pogoreli¢ poceo je glazbeno 3$kolovanje
kao sedmogodiSnjak, ostvarivsi prvi = solisticki
nastup kad mu je bilo deset godina. Nakon prvih
glazbenickih koraka u Beogradu, 1970. preselio se
u Moskvu i sljedecih deset godina proveo skolujuci
se najprije na Sredisnjoj specijalnoj glazbenoj skoli
pri Konzervatoriju Petar llji¢ Cajkovski, a potom,
od 1975. do 1980., na Moskovskom konzervatoriju.
Velika promjena u njegovu glazbeni¢kom razvoju
bio je susret s uglednom gruzijskom pijanisticom
i pedagoginjom Alisom Kezeradze, s kojom je
1976. zapoceo intenzivnu i plodnu profesionalnu
suradnju. Zahvaljujudi njezinoj poduci o osnovama
zapadne tradicije ruske pijanisticke Skole, Cije je
temelje potkraj 19. stolje¢a postavio posljedniji
ucenik Franza Liszta, Alexander Siloti, a koje su u 20.
stoljece prenijele Nina Plescejeva i Alisa Kezeradze,
Pogoreli¢ je redefinirao svoju tehniku, usvajajuci
znanja sakupljena kroz slojevita iskustva razlicitih
generacija istaknutih pijanista.

Ekskluzivnost tako stecenoga znanja, prema
generacijskoj liniji — sedmi nakon Beethovena i peti
nakon Liszta - ono je $to istice Pogoreli¢a i $to mu
osigurava posebno mjesto u povijesnoj konstelaciji
svjetskog  pijanizma.  Njeguju¢i  Pogorelicev
kultni status, Deutsche Grammophon je 2006.
objavio dvostruki CD s kompilacijama njegovih
interpretacija, naslovljen The Genius of Pogorelich,
a 2015. uslijedio je box set, Cetrnaest CD-a sa
snimkama nastalima od 1981. do 1998. godine. Na

nosacima zvuka snimljene su njegove jedinstvene

i osebujne interpretacije skladbi Beethovena,
Schumanna, Chopina, Cajkovskog, Prokofjeva,
Ravela, Liszta, Skrjabina, Haydna, Scarlattija,

Brahmsa, Mozarta, Bacha i Musorgskog, koje prate
hvalospjevi glazbenih kriticara i odusevljenje
ljubitelja glazbe diljem svijeta. Taj cjeloviti uvid u
Pogoreli¢evu jedinstvenu diskografiju ovjencan je
francuskom nagradom Diapason d'Or za cjelokupan
doprinos diskografiji klasicne glazbe. Za svestrani
angazman u promicanju najvisih  vrijednosti
u kulturi, umjetnosti i obrazovanju u najsirem
medunarodnom kontekstu, 1988. imenovan je
UNESCO-ovim ambasadorom dobre volje, kao prvi
klasi¢ni glazbenik koji je ponio taj naslov. 2016.
godine utemeljen je Manhattan International
Music Competition u Carnegie Hallu u New Yorku,
Ciji je Pogoreli¢ pocasni predsjednik, a glavna
nagrada nosi njegovo ime. U sezoni 2018./2019,
u kojoj je Ivo Pogoreli¢ obiljeZio 60. rodendan i 40
godina umjetnickog djelovanja, japanska mrezZa
NHK posvetila mu je dokumentarni film snimljen
na povijesnim lokacijama grada Nare koji je 2018.
godine slavio 20 godina na UNESCO-ovu popisu
svjetske bastine. Godine 2019. Ivo Pogoreli¢
snimio je nosaC zvuka s glasovirskim sonatama
Ludwiga van Beethovena (op. 54 i op. 78) i Sergeja
Rahmanjinova (br. 2, op. 36) za nakladnicku kucu
Sony Classical. Koncertna aktivnost Ive Pogoreli¢a
u sezoni 2020./2021. predvida koncerte i projekte
na europskim koncertnim podijima, na kojima ¢e
maestro predstaviti programe posvecene glazbi
Frédérica Chopina. Takoder, u pripremi je snimanje
nosaca zvuka s djelima Frédérica Chopina za Sony
Classical.

Ivo Pogoreli¢ (Belgrade, 1958), the son of a
musician, started his musical education when he
was seven, making, his solo concert debut at the
very young age of 10. As an outstanding talent he
continues his education in Moscow, where he spent
the following ten years first attending the Central
Special Music School, and then, studying at the P I.
Tchaikovsky Conservatory. However, a radical shift
in his artistic development occurred after meeting

the prominent Georgian pianist and pedagogue,
Alisa Kezeradze, with whom he began an intense
and fruitful professional cooperation in 1976. Thanks
to her, Pogorelich redefined his technique by
adopting the knowledge gained from the Western
tradition of the Russian piano school to which she
belonged. The exclusivity of acquired knowledge,
based on the generational line, the seventh after
Beethoven andfifth after Liszt, would make Pogorelich
stand out and guarantee him a special place in the
historic constellation of world pianism. His debut
in New York Carnegie Hall in 1981 was followed by
sensational solo performances on the world's most
important stages, as well as those with renowned
orchestras such as the Vienna Philharmonic
Orchestra and Berliner Philharmoniker, the London,
Boston and Chicago Symphony Orchestras, the
New York and Los Angeles Philharmonics, and the
Tonhalle and Concertgebouw orchestras to name
but a few. Pogorelich was the first classical musician,
to receive the honour of being named UNESCO'’s
Goodwill Ambassador in 1988. While respecting
his  mentioned  contributions,  “Manhattan
International Music Competition” established in
New York’s Carnegie Hall in 2016, appointed Ivo
Pogorelich its honorary president and named
the main prize after him. As an exclusive artist
of Deutsche Grammophon record label between
1981 and 1998, Ivo Pogorelich released the
extensive discography including 14 albums and
3 videos with interpretations of pieces from a
wide stylistic range, from the music of baroque
composers to those of 20t-century artists. These
extraordinary  editions of anthological value
and cult status in classical music were awarded
the prestigious French Diapason dOr award
shortly after release of the box set with Pogorelich’s
complete recordings for that label, in 2015. In
August 2019 Ivo Pogorelich released his first studio
recordings in 20 years for Sony Classical record label.
The album includes sonatas by L. van Beethoven
and S. Rachmaninoff which Pogorelich has chosen
to explore the profound influence of Beethoven's
revolutionary compositional techniques on a later
generation of composers. This album received a
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very positive reviews reaching high positions in
the classical music charts in Europe. His concert
activity in the current 2020/2021 season includes
concerts and projects on European stages, where
Pogorelich is to play the programme entirely
devoted to the music of Frédéric Chopin. Among
other activities, lvo Pogorelich is currently preparing
his upcoming studio recordings for Sony Classical
record label.

RATKOVIC TOMISLAYV, truba / trumpet

Tomislav Ratkovi¢ roden je u Varazdinu gdje je
zavrsio srednju glazbenu skolu u klasi prof. Darka
Navoja. U Zagrebu je zavr$io Muzi¢ku akademiju,
studij trube u klasi prof. Stanka Selaka. Za vrijeme
studija sudjeluje na koncertima Muzicke akademije
sa akademskim simfonijskim orkestrom (C. Orff
Carmina Burana, A. Honeger Ivana Orleanska, L. van
Beethoven 9. simfonija... ) Na istoj akademiji 2008.
godine zavrsava magisterij trube u klasi prof. Marina
Zoki¢a. Usavrsavao se u Groznjanu i Novom Mestu
na seminarima kod prof. Stanka Arnolda i Jamesa
Thompsona, u Varazdinu na seminarima barokne
glazbe “Aestas musica’, na seminaru prof. Reinholda
Friedricha kao i seminarima Guida Segersa, trubaca
Minhenske filharmonije. Na prvom natjecanju
mladih trubaca Hrvatske osvojio je . nagradu u
3. kategoriji. Povodom proslave 170. godisnjice
glazbene skole u Varazdinu svirao je uz pratnju
Zagrebacke filharmonije. Od 2003. do 2016. godine
bio je profesor trube u glazbenoj skoli Pozega, gdje
je osim nastave trube jedno vrijeme vodio $kolski
puhacki orkestar i Brass Quintet. Od 2016. godine je
profesor trube u umjetnickoj $koli Fortunat Pintari¢
u Koprivnici, a od 2019. radi kao profesor trube u
Glazbenoj Skoli u Varazdinu. Uz solisticke recitale i
koncerte redovito suraduje sa ansamblom Cantus
i Varazdinskim komornim orkestrom, a ostvario je i
nekoliko koncerata sa Zagrebackom filharmonijom.

Tomislav Ratkovi¢ was born in Varazdin where he
finished music school in the class of Darko Navoj.
He graduated from the Music Academy in Zagreb,
studied trumpet in the class of Stanka Selaka.

During his studies he participated in concerts of the
Academy of Music with the Academic Symphony
Orchestra (C. Orff Carmina Burana, A. Honeger Ivana
Orleanska, L. van Beethoven 9th Symphony...) At
the same academy in 2008 he completed a master’s
degree in trumpet in the class of prof. Marina Zokic.
He studied in Groznjan and Novo Mesto at seminars
with prof. Stanko Arnold and James Thompson, in
Varazdin at the baroque music seminars “Aestas
musica’, at the seminar of prof. Reinhold Friedrich
as well as seminars by Guido Segers, trumpeter of
the Munich Philharmonic. At the first competition
of young trumpet players in Croatia, he won the
first prize in the 39 category. On the occasion
of the celebration of the 170t anniversary of the
Music School in Varazdin, he played accompanied
by the Zagreb Philharmonic. From 2003 to 2016,
he was a professor of trumpet at the Pozega Music
School, where, in addition to teaching trumpet,
he led the school wind orchestra and the Brass
Quintet for a while. Since 2016 he has been a
professor of trumpet at the Fortunat Pintari¢
Art School in Koprivnica, and since 2019 he has
been working as a trumpet professor at the Music
School in Varazdin. In addition to solo recitals
and concerts, he regularly collaborates with the
Cantus ensemble and the Varazdin Chamber
Orchestra, and has given several concerts with
the Zagreb Philharmonic.

ZALOVIC, ELIZABETA, orgulje / organ

Elizabeta Zalovi¢ diplomirala je teoriju
glazbe i orgulje u klasi Ljerke Oci¢ na Muzickoj
akademiji Sveucilista u Zagrebu. Godine 2006.

Muzic¢ki biennale Zagreb, Dubrovacke ljetne igre,
ciklus Lisinski subotom, Dani hrvatske glazbe,
Medunarodna glazbena tribina u Puli, Trieste
prima, Glazbene veceri mira (BiH), ciklus Svjetski
orguljadi u katedrali BezgreSnog Zaceca Blazene
Djevice Marije u Moskvi.
